MESSAGE FROM CANON MIKE 

 

It’s interesting who you meet in Tesco,  “Hello  Father, what are you doing here?”    I’m having difficulty with trying to think 

of something funny to say  “ Buying food, why else would I be at the supermarket?” 

A conversation started  and I was asked  “ I went to Mass in …………… Parish and could not understand what the Priest was 

saying.  He was using very big and long  words. You use words we understand… small words” 

I thanked the couple and continued my shopping as they went to their car. 

I fully understood what they were saying. I tried to explain that Jesus used “small words” ,  words that people understood. He 

used Parables, stories of everyday life by with a Heavenly meaning.  Jesus was a teacher who knew His people, knew what to 

say and how to say it.   

When the medical profession meet at  Conferences  they use ‘Doctor talk’ that only they understand. At some stage they must 

return to their surgeries and meet people like you and me. Experience has taught them that using ‘jargon’ only confuses and 

worries people.               “ Doctor, what does that mean in plain English?” 

It’s the same with the Priest. He must break down the words, like a bird, feeding its chicks:  they regurgitate the food, break 

it down allowing the chick to feed.  

So this Sunday, the Lord will feed all those wishing to hear His words of  teaching.  Let us all find  nourishment and sustenance.  

 

The Archbishop has made a number of moves within the Diocese.  Canon John Griffiths has been moved from Cwmbran to 

Whitchurch.  Fr Daniel Stanton moves from St David’s Cathedral to Cwmbran, and Fr Robert James a former pupil and 

parishioner of St Patricks will go to the Cathedral.

Life’s Like that! 

 

The newly ordained priest was nervous about hearing confessions 
and asks an older priest to  listen in.  Several penitents later, his 
mentor offers a few suggestions. 
“ Cross your arms over your chest and rub your chin with one hand.”  
he says.   “Try saying things like,  ‘I see, yes, go on. I understand. How 
did you feel about that’ “ 
The new priest tries out the words and gestures. The old priest said   
“ Good,  now don’t  you think that’s a little better than slapping your 
knee and saying  ‘No way !  You did what?”  

 

A parish administrator requested bids from local painters to 
re-paint the outside of the Presbytery.  Almost all the bids 
were within a few pounds of one another, with the exception 
of one by a parishioner who had been in business for years and 
had an excellent reputation in the community.  This particular 
painter’s bid was about half of his competitors, and naturally, 
the administrator accepted it. 
On the day he was to begin, the painter realised that he had 
miscalculated badly. Not wanting to lose the job, however, he 
decided to thin the paint with water. That way, he thought, he 
would be able to complete the job for the price quoted. 
A week later, he received a call from the administrator, 
complaining that after a shower of rain, the paint had washed 
off the building.  Being an honourable man and a good 
Catholic, the painter went inside to pray about the situation, 
knowing that his business’ reputation was on the line. 
“ What can I possibly do, Lord?”  prayed the discouraged 
painter. 
In a loud voice God replied  “  Re-paint, Repaint, and thin no 
more!” 
 

The catechist asked her Religious Education class 
to draw pictures of their favourite Bible stories.  
She was puzzled by one boy’s picture which 
showed four people in an aeroplane, so she 
asked him which story it was meant to 
represent.
